
Statutory Instrument 57 of 1989. 

Animal Health (Import) Regulations, 1989 

IT is hereby notXed that the Minister of Lands, Agriculture 
and Rural Resettlemeat has, in terms of section 5 of the Animal 
Health Act [Chapter 124, made the following regulatioos:- 

1. These regulations may be cited as the Animal Health 
(Import) Regulations, 1989. 

2. In these regulations- 
"aahal", subject to the provisions of section 3, means an 

animal specified in the First Schedule; 
''infectious thing'' means any thing declared in section 3 

to be an infectious thing. 
3. (1) The things specified in the Second Schedule are 

d e c W  to be infedious things for the purposes of these regu- 
lations. 

(2) Any reference in the Second Schedule to the product 
of or from an amimal shall be rpad and construed as a reference 
to such product notwithstanding that such animal is not included 
in the ddiuition contained in section 2 or is not a member of a 
class of vertebrate animal specified by the Minister in terms o£ 
section 3 of the Act. 

4. (1) The Director may issue permits authorizing, subject 
to these regulations or any other law, the import into Zimbabwe 
of any animal or infect~ous thing on such conditions as may be 
specified in the permit. 

(2) A permit issued under subsection (1) shall be in the 
form set out in theThird Schedule. 

5. Where the Director has, in terms of subsection (1) of section 
22 of the Act, cancelled a permit issued under these regulations. 
he shall by notice in writing, infmm- 

(a) the holder of such permit: and 
(b) the Director of Clustoms and Excise; 

of such cancellakion. 
6. (1) Subject to this section, no person' shalt import into 

Zimbabwe atay animal or infectbus thing otherwise than in m r d -  
ance with the conditions of a permit issued under section 4. 
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(2) Subsection (l) shall not appIy in relation to the import 
into Zimbabwe of- 

(a) an animal which is in ithe course of transit by air 
through Zjonbabw to ru place beyond the borders of 
Zimbabwe and which is not off-loaded within the 
borders ther&, 

6) an infectious thing which is itll the course of transit 
,by air or rail through Zimbabwe to a place beyoad 
the borders c4 Zimbabwe. 

(3) Notwithstandinag subsection (Z), any animal or i n f d m  
thing originating in or passing through a cuuntry specified in the 
Fourth Schedule shall require a permit. 

(4) Subsection (l) shall not apply in relation to the import 
into Zimbabwe of an iufectious thing listed in Part II W Part III 
of the Second Schedule from- 

(a) the United Kingdom; 
(b) the Republic of Ireland; 
(C) the United State of America; 
(d) Canada: 
(e) Australim: 
(Q New Zealam& m 
(g) any other country, if that infectious thing is momp- 

anid by a certificate signed by a veterinary surgeon 
employed by &e government of the ocuuntry from 
which the infectious thing is being imported to the 
effect- 

(i) that it wigiuates from m area which has been 
free from foot and mouth disease. African swine 
fever and rinderpest, during thet & months prior to 
the date the certificate is sigaed; and 

(ii) in the case of an infectious thing listed in Part 
I1 of the Second Schedule and imported from a 
country in Africa, that it originatns f m  an area 
which has been free from Ebst Coast fever during 
the three years prior to the date the certificate is 
signed. 
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7. An application for the issaa of a permit under these 
regulations shall be made in writing and addressd to ,the Director 
of Veterinary Services, P.O. Box 8012, Causeway, Harare. 

8. Where a permit is required in accordance with these 
regulatians and also in accwdance with any order (herebar(% 
in this section referred to as therelevant Cantrol of Goods Order), 
made in terms of the Control of Goods (Import and Expart) 
(Agriculture) Regulations, 1965, published in Rhodesia Govem- 
ment Notice 656 of 1965, to authmke the import into Zimbabwe 
of the same animal or infectious thing- 

(a) an application for the issue of a permit in terms of 
these regulation8 shall he deemed to be .an application 
far the issue of a permLt in terms of the relevant 
Control of Goods Order; 

(b) if the Director issues a permit, he shall thereupon 
forward the permit and the applicatim to the appro- 
priate person authorized ta issue a permit in terms of 
the relevant Control of Goods Order, to be. dealt with 
by such person in accordmce with the provisions of 
such order, u n l e s e  

(i) he is satisfied that the'person authonized to issue 
a permit in terms of the relevant Control of G o d s  
Order has already issued a permit which is in 
force; or 

(ii) the -applicant specifically requests othe~wise; 
(C) the Director shall not issue a permit under these 

regulations if he is satisfied that the person authorized 
to issue a; permit in terms of the relevant ,Control d 
Goods Order already refused to issue a permit; 

(d) if the Director issues a pemit under ihese regulations 
after being furnished with a permit issued by the person 
a n t h o W  to issue a permit im terms d the relevant 
Control of Goods Order which k .  in force, he shall 
thereupon forward both permits ta the applicant. 

9 .  Nothing contained in theseregulations or in any permit 
issti~d thereunder shall exempt the holder of such permit from 
complying with the provisions of any other law conlrollillg the 
import into QC the export from Zimbabwe of the animal or 
infecti'ous thing to which such permit relates. 
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10. The regulations specified in the Pith Schedule are 
repealed.
