1. Thia Order m y  be citedas the Foot and Mouth Disease (Pro- CttatioP. 
hibitioa of Importation) Order and shall come into operation on 
2nd August. 1954.

3. Cloven Footed animals and meats and their meat products B - Yd whether frmh, frozen, chilled or d M ,  fittings, utensils, pens, crates 
and other animal containers, W, skins, horns, hair, wool, dehyd- GUY- 
rated or fresh b l d ,  bones and bonemeal, tankage, hoofs, fodder, 
straw for forage or packing, milk and other ddry products, and 
m a ~ w  and other animal wastes shall not be brought from any of 
the territories set out ifi & Schedule into Guyana. 

4. Other &ah shall not be Imported into Q u y w  from auy of B- ol 
the territories set out in the Schedule except undm an impoft licence otkauim&* 
issued by the Minister.
